	ITEM #1: Resolution of the legal action


	ITEM #1

	The Chairman discussed the resolution of the legal action that the Soo Bahk Do Moo Duk Kwan Federation filed in Federal Court against an organization in the United States that had infringed upon its trademark, the name of the registered property of the U.S. Federation.  Key words are “in the United States,” “by the U.S. Federation,” “against an organization operating in the United States,” and other key words are “trademark infringement and name.”

The verdict and a judgement of $115,560.0 in damages was filed in favor of the Plaintiff, the US Federation.  This stands as an example that the U.S. federation will challenge all infringements as they have over the past 30 years, and they will prevail.  This action and verdict is a victory for all WMDK organizations and sends a clear message to those who wish to infringe upon their intellectual property.

The judgement that’s been laid out by the Federal Court sets down precedence.  It means that that other national organizations may use that same verdict in order to defend their IP when infringed upon in the same context, because other courts tend to respect precedents.

	Item #2: Licensing and protection of intellectual property 


	Item #2
Item #2
	The Chairman asked the Designees to look at the licensing and protection of intellectual property, and the benefits and responsibilities involved. Each country must pursue the registration of intellectual property related to their own laws, and Kwan Jang Nim has expressed strongly that this registration is fundamental to a national organization’s operational procedure. 

It is critical that each national organization work to register their intellectual property.  

And, each national organization must pay an annual fee to the WMDK for the use of the intellectual property.  The World Moo Duk Kwan has yet to receive a license fee payment from some of its members.

Those who have submitted a license fee for the use of the intellectual property are Australia, Iran, Korea, Puerto Rice, Switzerland, the United States, and Mexico.  Kwan Jang Nim expects that the other national organizations will submit the required fee in order to hold their IP license. This amount, set at the Zone meeting in Ramona, California three years ago by Kwan Jang Nim, was $10 per member/year. 

Spain, Mexico and Argentina expressed that they have legal issues in their country regarding the transfer of money and/or exchange of the national currency for the U.S. dollar. 

After some discussions, the Chairman noted that it is up to each country to honor its agreement, and how they actualize their agreement is between the individual country and the World Moo Duk Kwan. The relationship between the national organization and the World Moo Duk Kwan is a two-way street, compare it, by analogy, to the relationship between student and teacher.

The problems related to the transfer of funds fall into several categories.  The national organizations, not the World Moo Duk Kwan, must solve these problems but the WMDK will work with each national organization to help them work through the porblems. 

The Chairman listed the benefit each member is receiving for submission of this annual fee:

1.  Promotion

2.  Testing

3.  Teaching Certification

4.  Seminars

5.  On-line curriculum

6.  Printed materials

7.  Access to Kwan Jang Nim

8.  Legitimacy

9.  Real Membership in an official Soo Bahk Do Moo Duk Kwan organization

10.  Membership in the WMDK 

11. Use of name

Chile suggested paying the fee by PayPal.

Another issue related to Item #2 was discussed – how should each national organization provide student information to the WMDK, and what info should be provided considering various privacy considerations? After some discussion, the Chairman noted that all Designees agreed to provide only name, rank, Gup or Dan numbers and instructor’s name.  Glenn, SBN has provided copy to everyone a sample to use and he will email to all.
The WMDK contends that more information will be required for basic communication and record keeping.  This Item needs further investigation and resolution.

	Item #3: WMDK Documents (Agreements) 


	Item #3

	The chairman excused himself and asked the Vice Chair to start Item #3. 

The Vice Chair stated that it is our responsibility when we come here, to have the authorization to represent the position of our national organization which we represent.  This is very important item related to the organization’s Agreement with the WMDK.  There are two different components of the Agreement documents, one is the document itself which is to be signed, but there are also some supportive documents or attachments.  For example, one is the Organization’s constitution.  The WMDK understands that some Designees have submitted some documents, some have the appropriately signed documents, and some are yet to contribute anything.

The Vice Chair said that only authorized individuals can sign forms that relate to licensing and registration and that documentation should include the national organization’s legal status within that country, and identify that organization’s relationship with the World Moo Duk Kwan as licensor.

He discussed this with the Designees and asked them if they all had completed the Agreement documents.  He then distributed Agreement documents to Designees that did not have them or had not filled them out, to review. The Designees who had not yet submitted the appropriate Agreements should sign and submit the documents to the World Moo Duk Kwan by the end of August 2016. 
The Vice Chairman indicated that the documents are on the WMDK Website. 

All signed documents shall be sent to Scholz, SBN at Scholzjo@Gmail.Com and he will put them in one package and will send it to the WMDK.  If documents need translation an attachment should be done by an official translator and notarized so that it has legal validity; However, The WMDK has established English as the language of the World Moo Duk Kwan Business. Some of the nations have signed and submitted the Agreement documents during the Symposium.  Scholz, SBN will create a list of the countries that signed and completed the documents. 	Chairman has returned

The Chairman indicated that there will be a training session related to Moo Do Value Based Sparring.  It was “moderately successful” last year at the US national tournament in Boston.  The most important outcome of the training is fair and accurate judging.  The Chairman asked if everyone knew about MDVBS and had received the material sheets sent by Cooper, SBN via email two months earlier.

Some have not received this email and the Chairman said Designees must confirm receipt of emails / documents so the sender will know who has received and who has not.

He mentioned that in MDVBS, "Objective judgement for officials is one of the most important things to promote good competition.  Judges need to be “very observant and well-trained.”  In Boston, there was too much emphasis on attacking rather than defense.  Junior members tend to emphasize attacking and Senior members are generally more calm, patient, and emphasize defense.

The Chairman asked the Vice Chairman to discuss Items #4, #6 and #9; and he excused himself from the meeting.  Vice Chair asked everyone to become informed about the MDVBS method and provide some feedback. He read some of the feedback that he has received from Australia and other national organizations.

Also, he suggested that the Designees run a MDVBS seminar, or clinic, or special training session, before Christmas, in their own country.

	The President attended this meeting.

The President’s remarks: 
We all know this is an extremely important issue, particularly for this moment and for this time. Late in the 60s and 70s many of the young instructors supported the Moo Duk Kwan and set a very good standard and we are proud of them.  We need to continue raising our standards.  The seniors lead and contributed to the organization during their time, but now it is time for the younger generations to take it to the next level; today’s youth are contributing more than the youth in the past. He said he would meditate on it and let us know in a few days. We met with him a few days later and he gave us the 6 items that you see on the Mission 2000 Program.  “So a student of mine and I wrote the Mission 2000 and it has become a guiding document.  

And now 2000 is history, so we need to form a new document and have a new future.”
Vice Chairman noted that at the Symposium in Puerto Rico, it was suggested that he would help coordinate this project, and this approach was endorsed by the World Moo Duk Kwan.  

In the past year, he drafted an initial guiding document and sent it to several select WMDK seniors from each of the WMDK Zones for feedback.  

“The way we envision it is that once a firm DRAFT is formatted, it will be circulated supported by guidance from our Kwan Jang Nim. 

The Vice Chair will be inviting inputs from other World designees and seniors.  He stated that he had already asked several people around the world to contribute to the DRAFT and progress is being made. Once finalised it will be submitted to the WMDK for input suggestions and edits.

	Blotta SBN brought up questions and concerns regarding the Youth Leadership Program.  He stated that they are doing a very good job, but they do not communicate their activities well with their seniors and the Organization’s officials.  He is suggesting the creation of a program or group for the senior members that are the pioneers who brought Moo Duk Kwan to the specific country, such that they can feel that they are useful.  He is proposing to make within each national organization, a section dedicated for those senior members, so that they can always be recognized. 

Cooper, SBN responded:

In the U.S., they have had a couple of clinics called the "Guardians of the Art" where Seniors taught the clinic. They had a very high turnout.
